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The oeuvre of Germaine Beaulieu is throughout marked by a feminist engage­
ment and an equally intense preoccupation with themes ofexistence, the real,
love, sensuality, and absence. This is a writing of derive, of desire, of the call
to the other, a writing in which life borders death in surges of metamorphosis
and mutation. Committed to constant exploration, Beaulieu refuses to settle for
truths that would stop the flow of this creative impulse.
