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Mon oeuvre explore u n  int&tt rkcurrent pour la territorialitk, la possession, 
la hie'rarchie et l'utilisation de la violence dans u n  but politique, diplomatique 
ou encore personnel. C'est, en fait, une e'tude de l'histoire de la violence qui 
afirme que celle-ci a toujours existe' et qu'elle ne disparaitra pas. Je couvre les 
suvfaces de facon compulsive dans mon travail afin de montrer la facade de 
notre civilitk. Ce qui est en jeu, c'est dkcouvrir le cacht sous la surface de la 
psyche' humaine, c'est comprendre les pulsions primaires afin de voir notre 
capacite' h de'truire et h crier. 

My body of work explores a recurring interest in territoriality, 
possession and hierarchy and the use of violence to achieve political, 
diplomatic and personal goals. It is a study of the history of violence 
with the clear perspective that it has and always will exist. I employ 
the use of obsessive surface covering in my work to refer to our veneer 
of civility. It speaks of an interest in uncovering what is hidden below 
the surface regarding the human psyche, investigating primal psycho- 
logical drives and the desire to comprehend our ability to both create 
and destroy.
